Mufioz-Cobo, Joan (1994). History of Public Computing in Spain. Fundesco. This book devotes pages 201-203
exclusively to the structural history, foundation and administrative function of CIGESA. It is not a simple mention in
passing, but a detailed historical analysis of the entity in a work of national reference.

The academic book Making the Country Work (WorldCat reference attached to the article). Throughout the chapters, he
analyses how CIGESA functioned as the essential technological axis for the connectivity of the public administration,
including the network of Catalan libraries. The different pages cited show that the entity is studied as a key piece of the
country's infrastructure.
